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Abstrak 

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui pengaruh sosialisasi edukasi 
menggunakan media video pembelajaran musik terhadap tingkat pemahaman 
teknik vokal unisono pada siswa Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awaliyah Al 
Barkah, Indonesia. Penelitian ini menggunakan metode pendekatan kuantitatif. 
Hasil penelitian menunjukkan nilai rata-rata pre-test adalah 48.33 dan rata-rata 
pos-ttest adalah 94.58. Hasil perbandingan pre-test dan post-test menunjukkan 
adanya peningkatan pengetahuan responden setelah dilakukan aksi. Diketahui 
bahwa nilai rata-rata N-Gain adalah 0.87 (87%) menunjukkan bahwa metode 
atau treatment yang dilakukan yaitu penggunaan media video pembelajaran 
musik terhadap pemahaman teknik vokal unisono efektif digunakan pada siswa 
MDTA Al Barkah. Dengan nilai N-gain score minimal 0.6 (60%) dan maksimal 1 
(100%). Hasil keefektifan ini dipengaruhi oleh suasana belajar yang cukup 
kondusif dan semangat belajar siswa yang cukup tinggi terhadap pembelajaran 
seni khususnya belajar bernyanyi sambil menonton video. Dengan adanya 
penelitian ini diharapkan dapat menjadi salah satu alternatif untuk pendidik dalam 
melaksanakan pembelajaran seni yang menarik khususnya di kalangan pelajar.

Abstract 

This study aims to determine the effect of educational socialization using 
instructional video media on the level of understanding of Unisono vocal 
techniques in students of Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awaliyah Al Barkah, 
Indonesia. This study uses a quantitative approach method. The results showed 
that the average pretest score was 48.33 and the post-test average was 94.58. 
The results of the comparison of pre-test and post-test showed an increase in 
respondents' knowledge after taking the action. It can be seen that the average 
value of N-Gain is 0.87 (87%) indicating that the method or treatment carried out, 
namely the use of music learning video media on understanding unisono vocal 
techniques is effectively used in Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awaliyahv Al 
Barkah students. With a minimum N-gain score of 0.6 (60%) and a maximum of 1 
(100%). The results of this effectiveness are influenced by a conducive learning 
atmosphere and sufficient student learning towards art learning, especially while 
watching videos. With this research, it is hoped that it can be an alternative for 
educators in carrying out interesting art learning, especially among students. 
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INTRODUCTION 

Talking about education, it will never be separated from the word learning, 

because in education learning is the most important element. Learning is the 

interaction between educators and students in a learning environment (Azis, 

2019). Learning is a process of student interactionwith the teacher which is a 

source of learning in the learning environment. Instruction or learning is a system 

that has the aim of helping the student learning process, whose contents are in 

the form of a series of events that are designed, arranged in such a way as to 

influence, and support the occurrence of internal student learning processes 

(Ermawati & Lumbantoruan, 2022). 

Referring to the goals of national education in Article 3 of the Law on the 

National Education System Number 20 of 2003, namely: The development of 

students to become human beings who believe and fear God Almighty, have 

noble character, are healthy, knowledgeable, capable, creative, independent, and 

become citizens. democratic and responsible (Noor, 2018). Improving the quality 

of education is a priority for the government, along with the current development 

of science and technology. Education in Indonesia must also develop along with 

the times, including arts and culture education. Art education Culture is one 

manifestation of the government's efforts to promote cultural arts in Indonesia, 

which is regulated in Article 32 of the 1945 Constitution. One of the scopes of 

cultural arts education is learning the art of music, including learning the Unisono 

vocal technique. 

There have been many previous studies regarding Unisono learning, 

including by Siahaan, (2021) regarding the implementation of Unisono learning to 

sing through the drill method. Research on the implementation of singing learning 

in a unison with a scientific approach (Azimah, Lumbantoruan & Syailendra 

2018). Research on the Implementation of Cooperative Learning Strategies in 

Unisono Singing Materials (Kurniawan Suhardi, 2019). Research on improving 

students' singing abilities unison using peer tutor media (Firda & Ardipal, 2020). 

Research on the use of audio-visual media to improve student learning outcomes 

on Unisono singing material (Ana, 2019). Research on the use of solfegio 

through the drill method in learning to sing Unisono (Simanjuntak, 2015). 

Research on innovation in learning to sing Unisono with the solatmingkom 

method at Nasima Junior High School Semarang (Jafloenty, 2019). The 

development of Google Seet as a medium for learning materials on Unisono 

singing material in class VII Pariskian Islamic Junior High School Serang City by 

Elsa et al., (2022). Research on learning to sing Unisono based on directive 

instruction at SMA Negeri 1 Lubukbasung (Asmaneli, 2017). 

However, there has been no research on how to educate music video 

learning on the understanding of Unisono vocal techniques, also the subjects are 

students of Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah which is an 

Islamic religion-based school. Therefore, this study aims to determine the effect 

of educational socialization using music learning video media on the 

understanding of Unisono vocal techniques in Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah 

Awwaliyah Al Barkah students as the research sample. The novelty of the 
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research is (i) research conducted on the effect of educational socialization of 

Unisono vocal technique at Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah; 

(ii) the educational process of this research uses music learning videos; and (iii) 

this study focuses on understanding vocal techniques through music learning 

media at Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah. 

METHODOLOGY   

Research Subject 

The research subjects were students at Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiya 

Awwaliyah Al Barkah Gegerkalong Sukasari, Indonesia. We took a sample based 

on a sample of the selected area in the village of Gegerkalong. Respondents 

amounted to 12 people. The age range of the respondents is 10-12 years. 

Respondents consisted of 5 men and 7 women (see Figure 1). Respondents on 

average were 5 grade 4 students, 3 grade 5 students, and 4 grade 6 students. 

Table 1 shows the detailed data on the class and age of the respondents.

Research Design Analysis. 

The data collection of this research was conducted by interviewing and 

distributing questionnaires using Google Form to Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah 

Awwaliyah Al Barkah students. Researchers used 3 stages in data collection, 

namely (i) interviews and distributing pretest questionnaires; (ii) interviews and 
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providing educational actions through music learning video media; and (iii) 

interview, post-test. Interviews were conducted before, during, and after the 

learning process took place to see students' activities when they were given 

treatment. Questionnaires were given before and after treatment to determine 

student responses before and after the action was given. The data processing 

approach used is a quantitative approach. The researcher made 20 pretest and 

post-test questions. Table 2 shows the pretest and post-test questions in this 

study. Making questions is focused on understanding the unisono vocal 

technique of students at Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah. 

Giving 5 points for correct answers and 0 for wrong answers.

N-Gain Value Analysis 

The analysis of the normalized gain N-Gain value is a comparison of the 

gain scores obtained by students with the highest gain scores that may be 

obtained by students Sugiyono, (2015). N Gain aims to determine the 

effectiveness of improving learning outcomes in one group pretest post test 

design research. Analysis of pretest and post-test learning outcomes data by 

comparing pretest and post-test scores with the N Gain formula. The formula 

used in calculating the N Gain value acquisition categories (Latif et al., 2014).

The criteria for assessing the N Gain score can be used as a reference for 

determining the conclusion of the final result. Table 3 shows the distribution of the 

criteria for obtaining the N Gain value (Novita et al., 2019). The results of 

calculating N Gain are classified into three categories, namely high, medium and 

low (Santhalia et al., 2020).

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RESULT AND DISCUSSION 

In Table 5 shows the results of the analysis of the gain value, the 

effectiveness of the N Gain percentage, pre-test and post-test. The calculation of 

the gain value is carried out to show the results of increasing the knowledge 

ability possessed by each respondent after the educational action is carried out 

(Angreani, 2017). Based on the data in Table 5, it is known that the average N-

Gain value is 0.89 (89%) indicating that the method or the treatment carried out is 

the use of music learning video media on the understanding of unisono vocal 

techniques effectively used in Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah 

students. With an N gain score of at least 0.81 (81%) and a maximum of 1 

(100%). This is in line with research conducted by Sefriani et al., (2021) stated 

that if the presentation value of N Gain < 76%, then it is included in the category 

of effective interpretation.The results of the effectiveness of music learning media 

education are influenced by a fairly conducive learning atmosphere and students' 

enthusiasm for learning which is quite high for art learning in particular learn to 

sing while watching videos.

Pretest and pot test score data were obtained from questions given to 

students and calculated N Gain. Figure 2 shows the results obtained during the 

pretest. Based on the data in the figure, it is known that the average score of 

Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah students during the pretest 

was 48.33.

Figure 3 shows the results obtained during the post-test. Based on the data 

in the figure, it is known that the average score of Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah 

Awwaliyah Al Barkah students during the post-test was 94.58.

Figure 2 and 3 show the analysis of the differences in the results of the 

pretest and post-test. Based on the figure, it can be seen that all respondents' 

results have increased. So, if seen from these results the use of music learning 

video media can still be used in conveying material to students. The use of music 

learning videos as a medium of learning on the understanding of Unisono vocal 

techniques in Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah Al Barkah students, 

Indonesia has a positive impact on respondents' understanding in order to 

increase their knowledge. 

CONCLUSION 

The research that has been carried out aims to determine the effect of 

using music learning video media in educational socialization activities regarding 

understanding vocal techniques in Madrasah Diniyah Taklimiyah Awwaliyah 

students in Al Barkah, Indonesia. In this study, the researcher used 3 main steps, 

namely (i) interviews and pre-test taking; (ii) interviews, educational actions 

through music learning video media; and (iii) interviews, taking post-tests. The 

results showed an increase in students' understanding, namely between the 

average value of the pretest with a value of 48.33 and the posttest being 94.58. 
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
